Annual Spring Cleanup - Large Item Curbside Pickup
Friday May 28 & Saturday May 29, 2021

Spring has arrived. Once again we have contracted GFL to do a door to door curbside pickup. This means that
there is no need to haul your garbage, just have it placed on the curb by 7:00 a.m. on Friday and/or Saturday.
The trucks will begin pickup at 7:00 a.m. each day and will continue until the whole Town has been covered.

The following are GFL guidelines for Large Item pickup on collection day.

* Houses with back alleys must have large items put out at the front of your property for collection

e Put a sign on each item “large item pickup”. Be sure to move items such as basketball hoops, hockey
nets, lawnmowers, bicycles, etc. away from the end of the driveway so it does not get picked up by
accident

* Allitems must be less than six feet by three feet (1.8 metres x 0.9 metres) and weigh less than 200 Ibs.
(90kg). No exceptions! Loose items must be bundled. This is not intended for home renovation items.

Some examples of acceptable items for collection include

- stoves - barbecues (no propane tanks) -  washer & dryers
- lawnmower (all fluids must be drained) - mattress & box spring
- rain barrels - furniture - sinks
- snow blower (all fluids must be drained) - lawn furniture
- toilets - wheel barrow
- bricks
Items which are not acceptable for collection include:
- televisions - tires - stereos
- propane tanks - fridges - freezers
- computer (monitors, towers, key boards, speakers & mice)
- desktop printer - car parts - snowmobiles
- assembled swing sets - air conditioners - items larger than six feet

- items weighing more than 200 Ibs.

On Friday, May 28 from 7:30 am to 3:00 pm, Town of Gibbons Maintenance Staff will also be picking up
fridges, freezers & air conditioners that will not be removed by GFL. These items are to be placed in the same
area (front of property) and must display a Freon sticker that can be purchased from our office for $25.00.
These items will not be picked up without the Freon Sticker!

BRANCH AND GRAS$ RECYLCING BINS — These will be placed by the Public Works $hop and open for
use effective May 15, 2021. Hours of operation will be Monday to Friday from 7:00 am to 4:00 pm
and Saturdays from 9:00 am to 1:00 pm.
